Today, Jesus' baptism by John, was a special moment - the real coming

of God's spirit upon him. It was the same Spirit who had come upon Mary at the mo-
ment of Jesus' conception, and would come to Jesus at his last moment on

the Cross.

The spirit brings him new energy. The feast marks that something new is happen-
ing, and that Jesus is the beloved and son; from eternity and into time.

The Spirit came upon him - but not just for himself. He would send the Spirit later to
us - of forgiveness and of perseverance in doing good.

Today is about energy. Jesus found a new spirit in himself after his prayer and he
heard words he would never forget. Maybe you have heard words of love from
someone you will never forget. They give energy to the heart and soul, making us
people always on the go, ready for new life within us. The Spirit pours the energy
of God into bread and wine and they are changed forever. He sends himself forever.
